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Off-road vehicle (ORV) is a general term describing a
range of vehicles not intended for on -road use. It
includes several different vehicle types; all -terrain
vehicles (ATVs), utility vehicles, off -road motorcy-
cles, dune buggies and amphibious vehicles.

Throughout 2016: IPM training continues for free until September 2016 if growers intend to plant

ment in either the form of:

9 soil inspection pest assessment report Which must be completed by an Hslined grower or
professional pest advisor or
9 crop inspection pest assessment report t0 be completed by a professional pest advisor.
